The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to Section lll, paragraphs, 3.14, 3.16, and 3.17 of
the World Bank’s “Procurement Regulations for IPF Borrowers” July 2016 (“Procurement
Regulations”), revised November 2017 and August 2018 setting forth the World Bank’s policy on
conflict of interest. Consultants may associate with other firms to enhance their qualifications, but
should indicate clearly whether the association is in the form of a joint venture and/or a sub-
consultancy.

o Are not under supervision by the agency contracting them.

A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the Quality - Cost Based Selection method set out
in the Procurement Regulations.
